Did you know?

· Jane Austen was a frequent visitor to Fredville Park in the 1800s while staying in Goodnestone.

· There are over 40 footpaths and bridleways within the parish, including part of the Miner’s Way Trail, a 30 mile circular route linking the old Kent coalfields

· St Mary’s Church was built over 900 years ago

· Hops used to be grown in the North Field next to Ash Path

· Nonington’s Majesty Oak is in the Guinness Book of Records as the largest maiden oak tree in the UK.  Its trunk is over 12m round.

· There used to be four ale-houses in the village; the earliest was The White Horse (now Church House) next to St. Mary’s Church

History

Nonington is a rural parish in East Kent with many listed buildings and ancient trees and a fascinating history. 

The old parish of Nonington was some three miles across in each direction with St. Mary’s Church roughly at its centre.  A survey made for Archbishop Lanfranc in the early 1070s refers to “Nunningtun” church as a subsidiary of Wingham.  The settlement evolved on a cross-roads formed by a direct route to Christ Church in Canterbury.

The parish was once made up of the now separate parishes of Nonington and Aylesham.  The Grade I listed St. Alban's Court was the home of the Hammond family from the Reformation until the late 1930s.  It was converted for teaching and was Nonington College of Physical Education until the 1980s.  It is now known as Beech Grove, home to the Bruderhof community.
