· Pond – No Progress
· Phonebox – Requires quotes and research on materials as is listed
· Trees – Parish Council are responsible for those around the pond area, assessment needed once scope of works drawn up.

· Flowerbeds – tyres have been removed Ovenden. Tractor access needed consideration for hedge cutting so soil has been banked back ready for planting. AP 2025/09_6 now closed.
· Website – Tidying of website is ongoing and closing case as will be cleansed as website is upgraded. AP 2025/09_7 now closed.
· Website -  email and domain name update. AP 2025/11_01, Cllr Jarred to liaise with Hugo Fox; ongoing.
· Speedwatch – Cllr Vurley met with 12 members of Speedwatch in a positive meeting. Cllr Vurley, Liz Webb and Charmaine have agreed to share admin role. AP 2025/09_9 now closed.
· SID Camera –Suspected water ingress. AP 2025/12_1 Clerk will chase for repair/replacement. 
· Signage -  3 new signs will be created with updated contact details (email and phone). Phone number has been secured and just awaiting email update to complete task. AP 2025/10_4 dependent on AP 2025/11_1
· Salt bins – Council had closed all cases but appears not 100% resolved. AP 2025/10_2 now closed. Cllr Porter has identified issues and will chase Peter Osborne (Highways), Clerk will share case numbers with Cllr Porter.

· Flooding around various village locations.

· The Soft Landing in the play area is degraded, which the PC acknowledge and are trying to obtain competitive quotes for but due to specialist work is proving a challenge.

· Fort building all lower windows smashed – Police aware
· Bye-Election costs – Aylesham incurred a £11,300 bill from Dover District Council for running such an event. These costs could wipe out any bank balance a local Parish Council holds.
