Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Council
Wednesday 7th May 2025 at 19:00

1. ELECTION OF CHAIRPERSON AND VICE CHAIRPERSON FOR THE COUNCIL YEAR 2024/25

Cllr Delf nominated Cllr Jarred for the role of Chairperson which was seconded by Cllr Vurley. No further nominations were received so Cllr Jarred was elected as Chairperson. 

Cllr Jarred nominated Cllr Plumptre for the role of Vice Chairperson which was seconded by Cllr Jackson. No further nominations were received so Cllr Plumptre was elected as Vice Chairperson.

Both signed the declaration of acceptance which was witnessed and signed by the Clerk.

(j) Volunteer day: Plans for working group through activity day for clearance of area around pond to be scheduled after nesting bird season - date to follow.

5. PUBLIC FORUM: The chairperson will invite any members of the Public in attendance to ask questions or make statements. 
a) Hedge at Ash Path needs cutting back – Raised by Diane
b) Hedge by school also not cut back sufficiently – Raised by Diane
c) Training for Emergency within Community; Barry raised to control situation until emergency services respond. Explore options; Farmers, Kent Fire etc
d) Update on Pub: Raised by Diane. Cllr Plumptre noted the comment and mentioned tenants being sought and encouraged volunteers to assist to spruce up.
e) Fly-tipping at Old Court Site: items been placed outside gate on Pinners Hill – DDC aware
f) Protection of Farmland: Question on whether farmland around Nonington is protected as 300 acres in lots is being advertised and concern on change of use.
g) Woods been coppiced: is it legal? It is a legally being coppiced and is part of the management of the woodland mentioned by the committee.
h) Haven Spa Yoga sessions: Cllr Vurley mentioned that the yoga sessions are well received and highly recommends for others to explore.
