Minutes of the Meeting of the Council - Wednesday 3rd September 2025 at 19:00

Present: Cllr Louisa Jarred (Chairperson); Cllr Julia Plumptre (Vice-Chairperson); Cllr Clare Delf; Cllr Jane Vurley, Cllr Roger Williams
18 Members of the Public; Mr Gerry Worthy (Clerk), Cllr Porter and Cllr Woodgate.

1. Apologies and approval of absences: Cllr Jarred welcomed everyone present and thanked them for attending the meeting. No apologies received.
2. Declarations of interest: none were received.

3. Minutes of previous meetings: The minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 2nd July 2025 was approved as true a record, proposed by Cllr Delf, seconded by Cllr Vurley Signed by the Chairperson.

4. Review of Previous Action Points:  
· Cllr Jarred mentioned Cllr Mamjan and herself walked the controversial build to discuss rubbish, roof height etc and have since been in touch with parishioners and will maintain contact. Cllr Mamjan will go back to DDC regarding trees (to be replaced) and fines for violation of roof height. The site was tidied, work looks good and so does green area. Four (4) of the DDC houses were viewed. Parking will be monitored. Four (4) properties have been sold to date.
· ROSPA report conducted and committee are reviewing and looking at resolution work to put to tender.
· Welcome new councillor Roger Williams.
5. Public Forum: 
Members of the Public in attendance were afforded the opportunity to ask a question or make a statement.
· Hedge at St Michaels that requires cutting; Cllr Jarred has taken photos and sent to KCC and currently awaiting feedback.
· Beech Grove open day on 27th; Cookie making, Pumpkin carving and Apple pressing are some of the activities.
· Precept Increase- Highway Improvement Plan (HIP), funds were earmarked however a solution was never landed. To be revisited.
· Status of Pond, Phone box, play area – Clerk to obtain quotes
· Flowerbeds/Planted tyres – has decaying vegetation and looking unsightly. It was mentioned planted with bulbs. Cllr Williams has offered to assist with tidying/replanting bulbs.
· Website – requires tidying up. Cllr Jarred mentioned PC is in progress of updating platform or new supplier and update of content is ongoing job. Clerk has requested all to highlight any urgent inaccuracies to attend to.
· Pond opposite village hall is overgrown and unsightly – Clerk to write a letter to request tidying up and offer of assistance from the community.
· Village Pub – has positive feedback that after tidying works looks amazing. Villagers looking forward to having a pint again there.
· VJ Day – Barry thanked PC for assistance in funding and all the volunteers and helpers who helped make it a wonderful event. Nonington PC would like to thank DDC for the VJ Day posters.
· Speedwatch – Cllr Vurley stated Kevin who lives outside the village and has been the admin will step back in November and hence require a new admin. Cllr Williams stepped up to volunteer and take on this task.
· Wheelie bin stickers are up for renewal.
· Cllr Vurley requested volunteers to help in a cleaning rota of the village hall. Currently 10 pairs of cleaners, require few more for cover anticipating 5 duties/year/team. Cllr Jarred and Cllr Delf volunteered.
· Parish Website – Post for volunteers for a) Speedwatch, b) Clean Hall
· Cllr Vurley highlighted security within rural areas; Cllr Vurley and her husband witnessed an intruder around rear of property (4 boys with catapults) killed a squirrel (caught on CCTV) from the church and neighbours house. Police have been notified and CCTV evidence handed over. Investigation ongoing.

8. Highways and Footpaths
· Traffic calming solutions with Highways throughout village (Precept – HIP).
· Mill Lane has overhanging vegetation. Curb-stones indicate highways boundary of responsibility and requires urgent maintenance to maintain walkway/footpath. Cllr Jarred has noted and will pass to Cllr Porter for escalation.
· Road repairs have been completed brilliantly however few areas of sunken areas and small potholes (Nightingale Lane). Cllr Jarred to contact Tom Williams (Highways Officer) to check quality of works.
· Woods at top of Butchers lane the gate by footpath has collapsed.

9. Playground, Field and Pond
· Pond quotes for tree/pond work to be assessed and tendered.
· ROSPA Reports showed same medium risk as previous years.
Identified areas of concern are:
· Studs on play equipment - obsolete
· Branches need trimming
· Flooring needs redoing
· Fencing
· Updated signage with current contact details.

10. Items for discussion not on the agenda
· VJ Day photos to be put on PC facebook page
· Speedwatch Indicator Cllr Williams will assist in movement/placement
· PC to reach out to KCC to request another speed monitoring unit. Clerk to contact KCC.
