1. Apologies and approval of absences: Cllr Jarred welcomed everyone present and thanked them for attending the meeting. No apologies received. Cllr Jarred also thanked all involved with “Green Day”, it being a successful turnout and rubbish pick; with special thanks to Beech Grove for refreshments and Barry and Barbara for teas and coffee. Gardening club spring show had a great turnout also.

2. Declarations of interest: none were received.

3. Minutes of previous meetings: The minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 5th February 2025 was approved as true a record, proposed by Cllr Plumptre, seconded by Cllr Delf. Signed by the Chairperson.

· Litter at school;  Cllr Vurley to spoke with deputy head of school, Mr Dan French, concerning cigarette ends and dirty nappies. Head has sent email to all parents. Mr Dan French encourage all to raise any concerns.
· Issue with parking, cars are being parked wide from wall and also parking by the church causing issues. This needs raising with the school. Action:- Cllr Jarred to invite head and explore issue (Vicky Sully).
· Green Day -  Not all collection of took place by Viola/ DDC. Action:- Clerk to contact DDC to arrange final clearance.
· St Mary’s Close – footpath requires clearing/maintaining. Action:- Clerk to contact KCC
· 80th anniversary of VE and VJ day - Road Closure not permitted
· Village hall offering Tea on May 10th 2025; £10/head, Poster is on the noticeboard. Need to book in advance for numbers.
· Barry talked about VJ day and how its overlooked and exploring to combine with Picnic in the Park which is a week after VJ day (VJ day is officially 15th August) or 10th August (weekend before)
· Volunteers required for VJ day; been put on website by Barry.
· Cllr Jarred asking DDC for help with VJ day posters
· Spring Show – Barry said well attended. Entries were comparable with last year however more children entered this year. Next year will be held on 28th March 2026.
· Speed Monitoring Camera – No correspondence seen prior to meeting.
· Defib - Barry raised status of defib in village. Appears PC doesn’t have a code. Action:- Need to check if requires maintenance/replacement – Cllr Jarred
